Direct School Admission for secondary schools (DSA-Sec) allows students to
gain direct entry to certain secondary schools based on their talent in sports,

CCAs and specific academic areas, before taking the PSLE.
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DSA-SEC IS ONLY IN PRIMARY 6.

POSSIBLE DSA OUTCOMES

- Confirmed Offer (CO) — Your child have a place reserved in the school.

> Waitlist (WL) — This means your child will only be considered if other students with

Confirmed Offer choose not to go to that school during the School Preference stage.

Allocation will be based on students’ rank on the school’'s Wait List.

—->Unsuccessful - i your child is unsuccessful in all their applications, but still wish to enter

the school your child applied for in the DSA, your child can consider them again during the

Secondary 1 Posting (S1 Posting) Exercise based on his/her PSLE results.
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PREPARATION STARTS NOW

Schools have different selection processes but, in general, applicants must be able to
demonsirate their talent, potential, passion and character through their school frack record and
online DSA applications. For example, your child might have:

« Represented the school in a CCA.

 Held arole in a play or performance.

 Done well in a subject such as mathematics or creative writing.

* Held a leadership role in class or a CCA.

Things to note

If your child is admitted through DSA-Sec, they must commit to their chosen school for the

duration of the programme. They are not allowed to transfer o another secondary school.

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WHAT IS THE INTENT OF THE PSLE?

A useful checkpoint at the end of primary school

A fair way to determine secondary school posting

Over the years, we have been changing the education system to help our students discover and
develop their strengths and interests, while moving away from an over-emphasis on academic
results. Our PSLE Scoring changes reduce an over-emphasis on academic results by:

Reducing fine differentiation Recognising a student’s level of Encouraging families fo

GRADING OF FOUNDATION LEVEL SUBJECTS

« Foundation subject grades are graded in scoring bands from AL A to C.

» To derive a student’s overall PSLE Score for S1 Posting, AL A 1o AL C for Foundation level subjects

are mapped to AL 6 to AL 8 of Standard level subjects respectively.

« Similar to the PSLE T-score system, this mapping is based on the learning and assessment load of

the subjects and informs students of how ready they are for the curriculum in secondary school.

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GRADING OF MOTHER TONGUE EXEMPT STUDENTS

» For students exempted from MTL, due to extenuating circumstances, an MTL score will be

assigned to them to get their overall PSLE score using a similar system as T-score:

> Take reference from peers with similar scores for English, Mathematics and Science scores

> Maintain parity of freatment with students who take Foundation MTL (who will score between AL 6 to AL 8)

 Hence, students exempted from MTL will receive an MTL score between AL 6 to AL 8.
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USING HGL FOR ADMISSION INTO SAP SCHOOLS

Similar to the T-score system, students who are not eligible to progress to mainstream secondary schoal,
would be offered the option to repeat the PSLE, or progress to NorthLight School or Assumption Pathway
School with their principal's endorsement.

If my child is unsuccessful in DSA, what happens then?

@chool Admission for secondary schools (DSA-Sec) seeks to broaden our recognition of talents

and achievements beyond academic grades. Students can gain direct entry to certain secondary

schools based on their talent in sports, CCAs and specific academic areas. However, the DSA is not

a pathway that suits every student. To determine if DSA is an appropriate pathway for your child, you

should carefully consider your child’s strengths and interests, and the school’s programmes and their

ability fo develop specific talent.

Students who do not wish to take part or are unsuccessful in DSA exercise will apply for secondary

\ schools during the Secondary 1 (S1) Posting exercise that is based on the student’s PSLE AL score.

When you enter Secondary school through DSA, does it mean you cannot

change CCA in Secondary school? I

You are expected to be committed to the CCA. Students must commit to the chosen school for the

duration of the programme. However, if the situation changes, you can always approach the
secondary school for advice.

What kind of support will the school provide a child who is applying for DSA-Sec?

S.P.O.T Programme — aims to look at the Talent Development of our Students/CCA

Depending on the DSA talent area applied for, the school can offer support where applicable:

DSA visual arts — School will support in giving feedback and suggestions to improve their portfolio

DSA Sports/performing arts (For a sport that is an offered CCA in PGPS) - Time and space may be made

“__available to the student for his/her extra practice when preparing for try-outs/audition.

ﬁ How many DSA applications can my child opt for? ﬁ

You can indicate up to 3 choices and 3 talent areas and may indicate up to 2 talent areas for the

same school.

If you want to apply for 2 talent areas at the same school, you must indicate both as separate

choices.

Note: Do consider your choices carefully and manage your child’s time and effort participating in

multiple trials and interviews.

When applying for DSA, which school result is considered by the Secondary

/ school? Do we need to provide proof? ﬁ

Your child's primary school information will automatically be shared with the applied DSA-Sec

school(s). This information includes your child's P5 and Pé academic results, and other information

from P4 to Pé, i.e. Co-curricular Activities (CCA), Values in Action (VIA) involvement, School-based

achievements and awards such as Edusave awards, National School Games and Junior Sports

Academy participation.

*You do not need to key in this information.

If my child is offered a DSA-Sec place in secondary school, does he still
need to meet the cut-off point for the secondary school's admission ? \

To be successfully admitted to a school through DSA, your child’s PSLE results must qualify them for

the course offered by the school.

Hence, PSLE result is important even if a child already has a confirmed offer for DSA application.

How many DSA-Sec vacancies are offered by the participating DSA-Sec schools?

Integrated Programme (IP) schools generally admits about 30%-35% of their Secondary 1 IP intake through the DSA-
Sec.

Other non-IP_schools can admit up to 20% of their Secondary 1 intake through DSA-Sec.

Specidlised independent schools such as NUS High School of Mathematics and Science, School of the Arts (SOTA),
School of Science and Technology, Singapore Sports School can admit 100% of their student through the DSA-Sec.
